from Albert Hall, in concert with Edita Gruberova in Maria Stuarda – Liceu, 

Barcelona, and in recitals in New York - Carnegie Recital Hall, Paris – at the 

Opéra Comique, Boston, Rome, Prague and others. She starred in the London 

West End – a one year run as Frankie and Carmen in Carmen Jones. Ms. 

Sebron received a Bachelor degree in music from the University of Cincinnati, 

College-Conservatory of Music, holds a Master of Music degree in voice from
